Arriving by Train

Arriving by Metrolink

Trams run through the centre of Manchester City to and from the suburbs to Altrincham in the South and Bury in the North. The Metrolink can also transport you between Victoria Station and Piccadilly Station. The closest stopping points to Aytoun are at Piccadilly Gardens and at Piccadilly Station. Arriving by Car

From the South, leave the M6 at junction 19, following signs to Manchester Airport on the A556. Then take the M56. Go straight past the signs for the airport and on to the A5103 (no junction). Proceed on the A5103 through Moss Side, past the Asda on your left hand side under the Hulme Arch (sculptural feature) to the roundabout. Turn right to follow the path of the Mancunian Way above you. At the next roundabout go straight on up onto the Mancunian Way. Take the 1st exit, bending sharply left, signposted A34. Take an IMMEDIATE right turn. Drive through the Manchester University (Ex UMIST) campus. At the lights, turn right onto Whitworth Street. The Aytoun Campus is straight on and on your left, about 250 mtrs. You will see the white curved library.

From the Northwest, leave the M6 at Junction 21 for the M62. The M62 leads to the M602, which becomes the A57 (Regent Road) and then at the roundabout choose the Mancunian Way (A57M). Leave at the third junction bending sharply left, signposted A34. Take an IMMEDIATE right turn. Drive through the Manchester University (Ex UMIST) campus. At the lights, turn right onto Whitworth Street. The Aytoun Campus is straight on and on your left, about 250 mtrs. You will see the white curved library.
